Mobility among the pastoralists

ïMobility among the pastoralist is a mechanism 
that have been adopted by the pastoralist in 
adapting to climate change.

ïMovements among the pastoralist enrich the 
environment by leaving manure deposits 
during mobility.

ïLivestock help the development of flora by 
transportation seeds and hence assisting in 
pollination.  



Pastoralist Mobility 

ÅSmall protected areas known as óOlokeriôamong 
the Maasai  are set aside by every village. They 
act as grass banks used strictly during dry 
seasons.  

ÅHerd split ïThis helps during drought to ensure 
that large herds are not moved to the same 
direction. Incase of severe drought, this 
cushions communities against total loss. 



Pastoralist and forests 

ÅPastoralist in the arid areas 
depend on the forest for water 
and forage during dry seasons. 

ÅThis has intensified the 
protection of natural resources 
like forests by pastoralists.

ÅSome of the traditionally 
managed forests in the country 

are in the pastoralist areas. 



Traditional Regulations

ÅPastoralist communities had traditional rules and 
regulations used to regulate natural resources. 

ÅThese regulations ensured only a minimum 
number of livestock were in a particular area or 
region at a particular season.  

ÅThis also regulated the maximum number of 
livestock that would be moved to a specific 
territory.  This resulted to split of herds into 
groups.
